CAMP VIRTUAL STUDY HOURS PROCESS
Student Responsibilities
· Complete 3 or 4 hours of effective study time per week through Zoom (or in the other approved study hour virtual sessions: tutoring, Learning Center, Supplemental Instruction, etc). Study hour sessions can be completed throughout the week.  Sessions can ONLY be counted for a minimum of 30 minutes or longer.
· Clock in at the start of every study session and clock out at the end. This will be the formal process of counting study hours. Clocking in will consist of logging into Zoom. When you have completed at least 30 minutes then you will be allowed to clock out: inform the staff member assigned of study hours by privately sending them a message through Zoom and letting them know you are done with your session. Any sessions less than 30 minutes will not be counted.
· Example: “[Your Name]: I have completed my study hour session. Please clock me out.”
· Ensure that you are adequately studying by removing all distractions near you. You may use headphones/earphones but refrain from watching any videos or movies during this time as your main focus should be studying (reading, taking notes, reviewing classroom content).
· Be respectful of your own time and the time of others by effectively studying: that means muting yourself upon clocking-in and out of the Zoom Study Sessions. If the assigned CAMP staff member deems that you are not studying, you will be booted out of the session and your time will not be counted. The purpose of this time is to utilize it properly by studying.
· Keep track of your study hours in your planner or other method. The staff will not always provide an update of how many hours you have completed.
Important Notes
· No make-up study hours will be allowed under any circumstances.
· Peer Advisors and CAMP Staff will be monitoring study hours.
· If a student does not follow his/her responsibilities after a first warning by CAMP staff, then study hours may be deleted for the day.
What are other approved study locations: (VIRTUAL)
· Learning Center: tutoring and supplemental instruction (virtual opportunities)
· Other supplemental instruction by departments or programs, i.e. LSAMP, SSSP, SI etc.
· Tutoring from departments
· Academic related workshops
· Writing Center
· Meetings with professors during their office hours, etc.
· Other study areas/virtual study sessions need to be approved by Maria
· Students’ can verify these alternative study hours by filling out the CAMP Study Hours Verification Form. This form is due and submitted to Maria every Friday by 5 PM.
