Registrar’s Office Updates

· Fall 2008

· Last day of instruction: Wednesday 12/10

· Can only withdraw for Serious and Compelling reason and student must see the Dean of their major for signature

· Finals: Monday 12/15 – 18th
· Faculty online grade rosters available 12/15 and due ½

· Help desk limiting hours to 8am – 5pm and closed on 12/25, 12/31, 1/1

· January 5th Reg Office starts running reports to find out who hasn’t entered grades

· January 7th start running all grade processes

· January 9th list of all possible DQ’d to OAS (Kathleen) to double check

· January 15th final process run and students notified of disenrollment

· Spring 2009

· Tomorrow (12/5) is fee payment due date

· Tonight is the last time wait list will be run (7pm) so students can be notified in case they are enrolled in a class and it affects their fees.

· System down from Saturday 12/6 – 14th for process and all double checks before students are disenrolled for non-payment.

· List sent to fin aid, scholarships, financial services, international office for review.  Many people are checking to ensure students are not dropped in error. If they are they can be put back in classes by 12/12 or with a letter from Ellen if caught later. 

· Students have been notified via email and hard copy letter if they owed money

· Registration re-opens 12/15 until January 16th and another cancellation for non-payment is on the 17th at midnight.

· January 15th waitlist procedure stopped for one night.

· January 16th fee payment due date/cancelled out of classes for non-payment.

· January 17th – February 3rd is late registration. At the end of the 10th day a financial hold will be placed on students who owe money, they won’t be dropped, but they can not add/drop.

· February 4th- 18th students can add/drop with permission number have no W on their transcript.
· Drop process is run daily at 7pm until the semester starts; then it will be run at 7am and 7pm with an email sent to the student at 8pm each night. 

Kinesiology: Physical Education Option – Tim Hamel
· Kinesiology majors are required to meet each semester with their advisor.  

· This option has changed, effective fall 2009, to a blended program so students finish their Bacc and credential in 4 years. 

· The department looked at courses with repeated content and streamlined their program and added the blended courses. 

· If a student starts this option and then decides they no longer want the credential, they will be 19 units short so will need to take elective courses.

· The department has a 3 year plan mapped out for transfer students as well. The program only starts in the fall, so if a student starts in the spring semester, they can try taking Kines 20, 25 or 33 and UDGE.

· Students must get a 3.00 or higher for the credential – if they do not, they will need to take the CSET.

· Several handouts given.

Degree Completion Program – Louis Searles
· DCP/DC planner

· Students can plan their courses based on the degree roadmap. Courses which have been completed or transferred in will be reflected on the left side of the page.

· When students enter to build a plan a DARS report is run  so their planning is personalized.

· Students enter through their portal; they can manage their plans and create new ones based on roadmaps offered.

· When you detail in at a particular area of requirement a drop down of courses appear. You then drag that course to the semester you wish to take the class.  There is no guarantee that the course will be offered, but you can still plan for it.
· Implementation will be in Feb for Business & Engineering with training in January.

· There will be some buttons on the top of the page that links them to DARS, to Validate (run a new DARS after planning to make sure it’s current) or Change the Roadmap 

· Advisors will be able to pull up plans to view and approve.

· Minors are now listed! Up to two minors will appear on the report at the very end.

· Staff will add minor if not formally declared yet on their Application for Degree

· They have about 90% of them programmed based on the Application for Degree’s turned in for SP08, SU08 & FA08.
