HOW TO READ A DARS REPORT

The Degree Audit Reporting System (DARS) report is divided into several sections and subsections, and evaluates all the courses (including transfer work) that  you have completed towards fulfilling the requirements (Major, General Education, and Electives, if applicable) of your bachelor’s degree at Fresno State. It is updated each semester. How will you know when you have been evaluated? Each of your transfer institutions listed on your Fresno State transcript will be followed by the notation Official/Final/Evaluated. 

Remember, it is your responsibility to complete ALL degree requirements.


Next you will see what DARS has listed for your major and your catalog year.  If this is not the correct major, you will need to file a Change of Major form at the Public Contact Windows. Pay attention to the catalog year - degree requirements can change from year to year.







Following the LEGEND will be a section for any courses that do not apply towards a degree, i.e. Math 4R.

The next section will show the progress you have made in your MAJOR, beginning with a SUMMARY. Look for the words OK and NO, indicating whether a requirement has been met (OK) or has not been completed (NO). All questions pertaining to your major requirements should be discussed with your major department advisor. For this example, we will use the DARS report of an Undeclared student.

HOW TO READ A DARS REPORT – Page 2
GENERAL EDUCATION: Remember, OK means the section is complete. Subsections are shown with a plus sign (+) if done; 

a minus sign (-). NOTE: If you submitted an Academic Petition regarding a GE course, and it was approved, it will NOT show up in the DARS report.

Warning: if you see a section stating Smittcamp Honors Program INTEGRATION IB **EXEMPT** and INTEGRATION IC **EXEMPT**, this pertains only to Smittcamp Honors College Students, not ALL students.
NEXT YOU WILL SEE THE FOLLOWING SECTIONS:

OK or NO - UPPER DIVISION GE: At least 12 units of GE must be Upper Division. You will see a list of classes that have already been counted toward this requirement. Remember, even if your Lower Division GE was certified by your community college, you must still take additional Upper Division GE classes at Fresno State.
OK or NO - RESIDENCE GE: At least 9 units of GE must be taken in residence (must be Fresno State classes). You will see a list of classes that have already been counted toward this requirement.

OPT UNUSED GE CLASSES: Not everyone will have classes in this section. If you took any extra GE classes that are not needed for GE, and are not needed for your major, they will show up here.

OK or NO - OTHER DEGREE REQUIREMENTS: This is a section that you should review very carefully. Even though all your GE and MAJOR requirements may be done, there are additional requirements necessary to graduate. When you file your Application for Graduation, the Evaluations Office will use information contained in the DARS report to determine whether or not you are complete for all graduation requirements. You should review your DARS report with your academic advisor on a regular basis to see if you are missing any of these requirements, or if there are any errors that should be corrected.
OK or NO - TOTAL UNITS NEEDED TO COMPLETE A DEGREE: You will see A MINIMUM CUM TOTAL OF _ UNITS IS REQUIRED TO COMPLETE A DEGREE. This number is determined by your major and catalog year. First you will see TOTAL UNITS ADDED (already completed), as well as UNITS IN PROGRESS (for the current semester).Next you will see all the classes you have taken, both at Fresno State, and at your transfer institutions, and finally, NEEDS: _ UNITS.

Do not go by the “Total Units Earned” as it is shown on your transcript, unless it is the same as reported on your DARS. The unofficial transcript is referred to as a “historical document” only. It is a record of all classes you have taken, regardless of whether or not you may have earned credit for them. The DARS considers such things as classes that may have been repeated for no credit.
