The prestigious Outstanding Advisor Awards are awarded annually to faculty and staff advisors who have demonstrated qualities associated with outstanding academic advising of students.  The recipients will be honored at the Campus Advisors Network Appreciation Reception scheduled for 3:00 pm on Friday, May 7, 2010.  Award recipients will be selected by the Interim Provost and Vice President for Student Affairs and receive $1,000 of professional development funding.

Eligibility: 
Any employee at California State University, Fresno who serves as a faculty or staff advisor, or anyone who provides advising to students as part of his or her job duties, is eligible for consideration.
Criteria: 
The Interim Provost and Vice-President for Student Affairs will evaluate nominations on the basis of qualities and practices that distinguish the nominee as an outstanding faculty or staff advisor.  The basis should reflect actions above and beyond typical advising duties which may include:
· Demonstrated knowledge of overall academic requirements
· Demonstrated an intentional interest in the personal and academic development of students
· Demonstrated creative ways to engage students through the use of technology  

Nomination Process:

Faculty, staff, administrators, and current students are eligible to nominate individuals for this award.  A minimum of three nominations must be received to be eligible for consideration.  However, at least one letter must come from a current student.  No self-nominations will be recognized.  To nominate someone just go to http://can.csufresno.edu/ and complete the online nomination form.  
If you chose to print out the nomination form, you can submit it to: Kathy Dunbar, Joyal Administration, Room 224, M/S JA 62.  Reminder: a nominating letter from a student is required.
