· Created a new practice course (students were taking classes out of order)

· Renumbered classes

· Added pre-requisites

· Pre-requisites:

· SW 20

· Lower division G.E.

· 2.3 cumulative GPA

**Sequencing classes created pre-requisites for each semester. Some classes are only offered in the fall and others in spring. (offer 5-6 sections of each course)

**Allows students to take classes with other students in their group and become more familiar and comfortable with their group

· Instructors are requiring better writing and are requiring them to edit papers before turning them in

· This is creating a better product from students in the major



	3.  MAP Workshop Holds – Kathleen Molina
· Low attendance of MAP workshops

· Students who have not attended a workshop will have a hold in place:

· Several hundred have signed up in the last few days

· This is a requirement to their continued education at Fresno State

· 1-2 hour online course (through BlackBoard)

· Available through the rest of the semester

· Students should call 278-1787 to sign up for a MAP workshop


	4.  Executive Order 1037 – Dr. Dennis Nef
· Implementation will take place in Fall 2009

· Something all CSU’s are mandated to follow (cannot be more lenient, but can make it more strict)

· Students can drop classes in the 1st 4 weeks of instruction

· Will be required to provide documents for dropping under a serious and compelling reason (work will not be an acceptable reason!)

· Total withdrawals must meet serious and compelling reasons and cannot do it in the last 3 weeks unless the situation is totally out of the student’s control.

· Only may withdrawal from a total of 15 in 1 semester, and a total of 18 all together

**This will not count in the last 3 weeks, they must fully withdrawal

· Students cannot retake a class they received with a “C” or better
· EO 1037, as is, states a course could be forgiven twice.
· Only a total of 16 units are allowed for grade substitution

· Idea is to make students more responsible

· Grade appeals may change in the process of which they are completed

· Publicity needs to start NOW so students are aware!!
