FS-545, DS-1350, or FS-240, Department.”

¢ U.S. Passport: Must be stamped “Non Citizen National.”

PERMANENT RESIDENT

¢ “Alien Registration Receipt: The 1-1551 must have a current valid expiration date.
Card” Form 1-151,1-551,
or 1-551C
¢ Passport: Must be stamped “Processed for 1-551” with expiration date.

¢ “Arrival Departure Record” (1-94): Must be stamped as a “Processed for I-551” with expiration date or
“Temporary Form I-551”, with appropriate information filled in

OTHER ELIGIBLE NON-CITIZEN

¢ “Arrival Departure Record” (1-94): Must be stamped as a “Refugee”, “Asylum Status”, “Conditional Form 1-94
Entrant (before April 1, 1980) “Parolee” or “Cuban-Haitian Entrant”
