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the same time, it is an applied
field. The knowledge gained
through study, observation, and
experimentation is applied to
real world problems in order to
improve the quality of life for
children.

Child development laboratory
facilities serving infants, tod-
dlers, and preschool children
are maintained for instructional
purposes. Students study child
behavior and development
under the supervision of faculty
and laboratory teaching staff.
Additionally, faculty and
students conduct research in a
child and family science labora-
tory.

The Child, Family, and Con-
sumer Sciences Department
offers two choices within the
Bachelor of Science in Child
Development that are tailored
to a wide range of career op-
tions. The Child Development
Practioner Option is currently
suspended. The following op-

It includes
in-depth coursework in child
development and family sci-
ence that prepares teachers to
understand and work effectively
with children and parents.
