Through the
study of past events, history
provides a great storehouse of
experience by which the theo-
ries of the other social sciences
can be tested. Its analysis of
the development of institu-
tions and cultures provides one
of our best tools for under-
standing social phenomena.

History is also one of the
broadest and most universal
of the humanities. Just as the
personality of any individual is
shaped through the totality of
his or her past experience, so
cultures and institutions also
develop in time. The study of
history can help students un-
derstand themselves and their
culture better and develop a
more tolerant and humane
spirit toward others. In this
way, as in so many others, a

knowledge of the past can help

The History Department offers
a major and minor in his-

tory for the Bachelor of Arts,

a graduate program leading

to the Master of Arts, courses
leading to the Single Subject
Teaching Credential in Social
Sciences, and a Certificate of
Advanced Study in Teaching
American History. The History
Department participates in
interdisciplinary programs and
minors in Armenian studies,
Asian studies, classical studies,
Chicano and Latin American
studies, Russian area studies,
and women’s studies. History
courses may also be used as
electives toward graduation in
most other majors. The His-
tory Department encourages
students to take minors and
second majors in other fields as
well.

Careers in college teaching gen-
erally require — in addition to
aB.A. — an M.A. (for teaching
in community colleges) or a
Ph.D. (for teaching in four-year

colleges and universities).

General Preparation
The skills needed for success in
the history program are funda-
mental skills: the ability to read
well, to write clearly, and to
think critically.
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High School Preparation

Students should meet

California State University’s admission require-
ments in terms of college preparatory course re-
quirements, grade point average, and test scores.

College Program

Students should consult the university’s General
Catalog for specific major and university require-
ments. Community college transfers should
consult their catalogs to ensure that courses
taken are CSU transferable (baccalaureate level).
Students in community colleges might con-
sider taking United States History (Fresno State
History 11 or 12), History of Western Civiliza-
tion (Fresno State History 1 and 2), and World
History (HIST 20 and 21) before transferring to
Fresno State.

General Education

Students should complete as many of the Fresno
State General Education requirements as pos-
sible during the freshman and sophomore years,
whether they are attending Fresno State or a
community college. Community colleges can
certify up to 39 of the units required in Fresno
State’s General Education pattern.
