In
addition, student-athletes have
the use of two gymnasiums,
modern locker rooms, and a $5
million Strength and Condi-
tioning Center. The Ricchiuti
Academic Center is a first-class,
state-of-the-art facility serving
more than 400 Bulldog stu-
dent-athletes. It includes study
and computer labs, office space
for Student-Athlete Services
and Compliance personnel and
meeting rooms.
