Every Neighborhood Partnership  (March 28- 31, 2015) 
Participants will address the needs of the community and help conduct a morning youth camp and facilitate 
interactive activities like sports, games, and activities for children and families. This project will also include park 
beautifications and graffiti abatement in neighborhoods. Participants will serve as role models for area youth in the 
Lowell, Yokomi, and Jefferson communities.  This service seeks motivated students who would like to impact the 
community. 
 
GRID Alternatives Central Valley   (March 30- April 2, 2015) 
GRID Alternatives Central Valley helps low-income families save money and supports local community volunteers, 
job trainees and job seekers with hands-on solar experience by installing solar electric systems for families in 
Central Valley neighborhoods. This project will include installing two Fresno homes with solar panels. This service 
project seeks individuals who are interested in gaining skills and knowledge in renewable energy.
