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1) Purpose of Campus Involvement Ambassadors 

a. Encourage students to get involved in campus life through tabling and presentations; Assist 
students in finding involvement opportunities that match their interests and professional goals 
through individual involvement advising sessions and the Emerging Leaders Retreat 

b. Currently 8 Ambassadors that represent various aspects of campus and majors  
 

2) Past Events & Activities 
a. Dog Days ::  Four Campus Involvement Ambassadors facilitated the ‘Campus Life’ 

presentation to parents and students during the 12 Dog Days sessions this summer. This was 
the first time that students had facilitated the presentation, and the feedback was positive.  

b. Involvement Advising Sessions ::  
i. University Courtyard :: Through a partnership with University Courtyard, the 

involvement interest form was sent during the summer to all freshmen living on 
campus. 62 forms were processed by the CIAs this summer and students were given 
the recommendation forms upon check-in to the residence halls.  

ii. General Sessions :: In the first 11 days of classes, the CIAs have facilitated 32 
individual involvement advising sessions.  

c. University 1 :: In partnership with the USU Board of Directors, the CIAs will be facilitating the 
‘Get Involved’ presentation in all 15 sections. The Board of Directors members will be 
facilitating building tours. To date, 4 presentations have been completed.
