relations, special projects, committee
meetings, and conduct tours.

Vintage Days is Fresno State’s largest student-
planned campus and community celebration. The
annual spring event combines social, cultural,
and recreational activities into a weekend festival
on campus.

Responsibilities:

e Publicize the event through different
media outlets.

e Plan and implement all aspects of the
weekend activities for the celebration.

e Examples of events include: organize food
and game booths, concerts, crafts faire,
and kid's zone.
