policies and procedures. 
●​ Recruit, coordinate and support committees of volunteers tasked with event support and marketing. 
●​ Coordinate and facilitate workshops, events, programs and projects that promote leadership development. 
●​ Develop and assess curriculum, leadership practices and related special projects. 
●​ Conduct semesterly attendee and event research, assessments, and evaluations to measure the effectiveness 

and impact of Spotlight Events programs.
