STEP 2: DISCUSS CONFIDENTIALITY

Inform the student that the Victim Advocate is a confidential resource and (PLEASE NOTE: None of these items are mutually exclusive. \
is not required to report any information to the Title IX Coordinator or to
the Police. In cases of self harm or harm to others, however, confidentiality cannot be
maintained. always an option. Reporting to one individual is not mutually
Proceed to Step 3.

The student
l can speak with multiple groups and pursue multiple actions at
STEP 3: DISCUSS EVIDENCE COLLECTION/MEDICAL CARE (if interested) the same time.

Explain the importance of collecting medical evidence (rape kit) to be used as
evidence for a criminal complaint. A rape kit should be done ASAP after assault
(preferably within 72hrs after assault, but can be collected up to 5 days after).
Transportation can be provided by law enforcement.
