Sarah was the strength and guide to her family and friends.  In 2007, her sister Melissa graduated from UB, carrying on a part of Sarah’s legacy.  There is no doubt Sarah would have achieved all of her personal and career goals if given more time.  Sarah attended UC Santa Cruz and was a strong advocate for student equality, bringing minorities into her university and having all students make the best of their university experience.  

Since 2006, 27 graduating seniors have received this scholarship.  Upward Bound students work on various fundraisers with the purpose of awarding scholarships at the end of the year.  From this point forward, the Sarah Guerrero Memorial Scholarship will be awarded to Fresno State UB graduating seniors who plan to demonstrate a willingness to give back, stand out as leaders, be enthusiastic and embody what Upward Bound stands for.
